But in short, due to high security and protections around not letting accounts get hijacked by a third party claiming to have lost their 
password, it is often much quicker and easier to call the help desk on 1800 689 562 and ask to have your account deleted (and then 
immediately re-register on the Qkr! App) if you cannot easily reset your password using the instructions provided within the FAQ.   
Given this strong security , some people have nominated to use their fingerprint as their password.
