With enthusiasm levels high, library 
support teacher Kate Mowat penned 
The Langy Park PRC Rap, which a 
group of nervous teachers performed at 
assembly to motivate students to  
register. They were joined by some  
eager students who choreographed and 
presented a special hip-hop dance to 
launch the PRC. 
 
'Together with our principal Denise Webster, we have been working to educate and motivate our school community about 
the huge benefits of offering the PRC in our school,' Kate said.  
 
The school has also introduced a special Monday lunchtime program for the PRC, to encourage students to come into the 
library to change their books over more frequently than the weekly library session. Students can browse the shelves, sit and 
read a book, be read to by a buddy or log their books online.
